SUBSTITUTE TEACHER. THIS TEACHER WILL RECEIVE A $200.00 STIPEND
FOR WRITING THE IEP. IF THE TEACHER ATTENDS THE IEP MEETING,
HE/SHE WILL RECEIVE AN ADDITIONAL $50.00 STIPEND.
